BCC Manitoulin Island Tr ip 
 With a Special BCC Sea Kayakers Salute to Bob & Barb Anglin 

 
 

Like many sea kayaking trips, it was an early six a.m. start with the usual meet up at TH’s at Nobel.  Our destination was 
Meldrum Bay, which is located on the northwest tip of Manitoulin Island and our leader Roger Parson.  The lunch stop was at 3Cows and 
a Cone where the first .25 cent bet started.  The bet was on to see if a certain member of the group could pass up having an ice cream cone 
and Joyce won knowing full well the cone would be purchased. 

On our way to Meldrum Bay, we viewed the vista from 10 Mile Point, hiked the Cup & Saucer Trail and stood under the Bridal 
Veil Falls.  It was one of those spectacular warm, sunny, blue-sky days!  We had picked a good week, weather wise, we had commented! 

It was after seven by the time the tents were set up at Pine Point Camp Ground and we were starving.  However just across the 
road was a B&B, which had a restaurant still open and where we all enjoyed a gourmet diner.  The game was on to see who could guess 
our waitresses name.  Seeing her beautiful auburn hair and judging her age, Hanna guesses ‘Melissa’  and sure enough wins immediately.  
(We think Hanna had some inside information).  Outside the wind was picking up and two 
sailors sitting on the veranda informed us the waves would be 1 to 2 meters tonight and tomorrow – that they would be staying put for the 
next few days.   

As the northwest tip of Manitoulin is quite contoured, the decision was to get up at 5:15 a.m. and be on our way at 6:15 to put in 
at Burnt Island located on the south-west side of the island.  We still had to do a shuttle so our vehicles would be at the take out a South 
Bay.  The temperature reads 9 degrees on Dave’s car thermometer.   

At Burnt Island we set up tents and have breakfast while Roger, Dave & Fred do the shuttle.  Here the flat limestone makes for 
wonderful hiking (and great tent set up sites) and the gold daisy-like flower with yellow centers called Manitoulin Gold is everywhere.  As 
we hike along the limestone the wild flowers are spectacular:  Yellow, Showy & Indian Moccasin Lady Slippers, White Star flowers, 
Indian Paint Brush – both yellow and orange, violets and Devils Paint Brush.  
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On Burnt Island which is no longer an island and now 
connected to Manitoulin by causeway is a thriving fish factory 
owned for generations by the Purvis family.  We hiked over and 
purchase white fish for our evening meal.  Roger does a fine job 
of cooking the fish for the entire group. 

It’s up at 5:30 for a target put-in at seven; we make it 
by 7:30.  The temperature is one degree however the sun is out.  
As the day went on the winds lowered and by afternoon it was 
easy paddling, sunny and warm.  We reached Misery Bay after 
an approximate 24-kilometer paddle and set up camp on the 
west side of the Bay.  

The next morning we paddled over to a new park called 
Misery Bay Provincial Nature Reserve Park located on the east 
side of the bay. Here four different trails make there way 
through extremely sensitive and fragile land.  We chose a hike 
that took us out to an old cabin located near the shore.  The large 
table inside provided a great lunch spot and we enjoyed reading 
the journal where previous visitors had recorded their 
comments.  Again the wild flowers are profuse.  We see Bunch 
Berry, Blue Iris and Blue Eyed Grass in additional to the wild 
flowers previously mentioned.  After the paddle back to the 
campsite, we check out the additional trails located on the West 
Side of Misery Bay.  We choose the trail that has a long 
boardwalk through the marsh.  

On the way back from lunch at the cabin, the .25 cents 
was burning a hole in Joyce’s pocket and so the next bet was on.  
Howard, Joyce & I spotted an old floater from a fish net and I 
bet Joyce that David couldn’ t walk buy without picking it up.  
Well David did walk by however he turned around and went 
back to pick it up.  So haha, I won the bet.  Knowing that David 
can spot anything, we decided to guess how many rings David 
would pick up before the trip was over and whoever guessed 
correctly would win the .25 cents.  The next bet was on.  We all 
put on a piece of paper our guess as well as our name.  David’s 
ring collection was well on its way as he had already picked up a 
couple of washers and plastic rings.  If anyone found a ‘ ring’ , 
they could give it to David, so not even David would know the 
final count at the Garden Gate Dinner Table. 

The next morning we were on the water at 8:15 and it’s 
cool, a few raindrops and so foggy that we can’ t see across 
Misery Bay.  Using our compasses and topo maps we work our 
way east and as the lunch spot is chosen, the fog clears and the 
sun comes out.  While warming up and having lunch in a sunny 
sheltered area, David has spotted a fawn, curled up in a nesting 
spot by some dead branches and small shrubbery not far from 
the shore.  We all get a chance to see the fawn, but we frighten 
him and he gets up quickly and darts away.  It’ s been a 30-km 
paddle today and we chose Shrigley Bay for our camping spot.  
We enjoy the sun and the warm breeze while setting up the tents 
on nice flat rock. 

As we set out early (once again) the next morning, it is 
cool, cloudy and rainy.  As the morning draws on, we are 
getting chilled and looking for a lunch stop.  Square Bay is the 
chosen spot as it looks to have a nice sandy landing beach 
however when we round the point into the bay, we see what 
appears to be a fortress.  Piles and piles of rocks three stories 
high and about the length of a football field.  We duck as we 
paddle in, expecting cannon balls to come flying at us at any 
moment.  As we paddle into the bay, around the fortress, we can 

see a few docks and a couple of small boat moored but then we 
see a waterslide (previously the one at Blue Mountain).  And 
then a quarry with a two-story wall with a miniature golf course, 
tennis courts and basketball nets, etc. inside.  We are all cold, 
hungry and wanting to change into some dry clothes, so it’s 
quickly out of the sea kayaks when a pick-up truck drives up.  
Oh no we think, we might have to leave!  However the fellow 
says we are welcome to have lunch and then free to have a look 
around.  We discover the place is called Santa Maria Marina and 
has roughly ten large cottages that are rented out to boaters.  As 
well there are several large RV trailers on site, a fully equipped 
recreational centre, kids playgrounds and a small golf course.  
This is truly an amazing place in this part of the island.  It’s a 
few hours later before we head out, but we are all now warmed 
up and off we paddle. 

The plan was to camp just east of Providence Bay at 
Timber Bay however as time was getting on, Lougheeds Bay 
looked like a possible stopping spot.  A gentleman was walking 
on shore and Roger approached him and asked that we might 
camp there for the night.  Fortunately he said yes (and at the 
time we had yet to realize how fortunate we were) and Bob 
Anglin introduced himself to our group.  Bob invited our whole 
group over to his cottage for tea after we had our tents set up.  
As you can imagine, there were no refusals amongst us!  But 
first Bob pointed out to us the rare Pitcher Thistle plant growing 
here on his property and found only here on Manitoulin and a 
small island off Manitoulin.  The tents went up quickly and we 
headed over to Bob and Barb’s cottage.  Barb invited our group 
of eight in and had a steaming mug of tea ready for us.  Bob and 
Barb have a beautiful place with huge picture windows 
overlooking the bay and a lovely stone fireplace.  We were in 
heaven!  Later both Barb and Bob checked out the sea kayaks 
and went sea kayaking – Barb in Lougheeds Bay and Bob well 
over to the next bay or two.  I don’ t know if we converted them 
or not though, they are still fond of the canoe. 

Later that evening after we had finished our dinners, 
Bob walked over with a note in his hand.  It read:  Weather 
Forecast from Environment Canada for Gore Bay.  Tonight:  
Showers, at times heavy.  Risk of thunderstorms.  Wind w 30 
km/h gusting to 50 km/h.  Low 10 degrees C.  Tomorrow:  
Cloudy with sunny periods.  40% chance of showers in the 
afternoon.  Wind SW 30 km/h gusting to 50 km/h.  High 15 
degrees C.  Well the report was correct – thunder, lightning and 
heavy rain came at three a.m.  The next morning the winds were 
strong, the waves high and it was cloudy and COLD!  Bob tells 
us the temperature registered one degree on his gage that 
morning.  No way would we be paddling today.  So Bob showed 
us a trail that we could take and hike into Providence Bay.   

The hike into Providence Bay was about an hour in 
length and we enjoyed visiting the museum located near the 
shore.  From the museum we walked along the boardwalk until 
we came to the local campsite where some members of the 
Ganaraska Trail were staying.  A quick visit and then back to a 
local restaurant for lunch and then back to our camp site.  Once 
again Barb & Bob invited us in for afternoon tea.  This 
afternoon Bob and Roger discovered they have a friend/relative 
in common who lived in a remote small village in Northern 
Ontario.  Meanwhile the wind and waves had not let up and our 
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leader was concerned that we might have to consider another 
way back to our vehicles rather than by sea kayaking! 

It was decided that we would be up at 5:30 and on our 
way at seven, weather permitting.  It’s freezing cold when I 
wake up and there are two-inch circles of ice on everyone’s tent!  
It’s a go; we are going to head out.  Our breakfast is something 
quick and it’ s cold.  The sea kayaks are packed however packing 
the ice and rained covered tents was not a pleasure.  About 6:30 
a.m. Bob and Barb walk over to say good-bye to us and wish us 
well.  Bob says the temperature is zero degrees and we can well 
believe him.  And Barbara is carrying a covered basket of 
freshly baked orange muffins which she offers to the whole 
group.  The moral of the group rises ten decibels as we all stop 
to have a warm fresh out the oven muffin in our hands.  They 
were so delicious and I’m sure to our dying days we will never 
forget those muffins on that freezing cold morning.  Thank-you 
Barb and Bob!     

That morning as we set out the sun came out and the 
water had calmed and it was a good paddle to Michael’s Bay.  
Our campsite was a nice one and we enjoyed our evening meal 
and later the camp fire.  All going well, this would be our last 
night out.  

The next morning we arrived at South Baymouth and 
watched the Manitoulin Ferry as it made it’s way to Tobermory.  
After a big breakfast in town, we headed north on South Bay to 
Laura Middlebrook’s cottage.  This being our takeout spot and 
where our vehicles were stationed.  We our thankful to Laura for 
letting us use her place to park our vehicles and for letting us 
take out our sea kayaks on her beach.   

The last evening we camped at Green Acres Camp 
Ground, a nice camp ground with friendly people and a 
restaurant serving delicious homemade pies with ice cream.  We 
had previously made reservations at the Garden Gate Restaurant 
for our last evenings meal.  A lovely place with a beautiful 
flower garden and wonderful meals.   

Here David displayed his collection of sixteen rings – 
all BCC gals watch out!  His collection included diamond, ruby, 
square head, and fat lady rings – you will have to speak with 
him to know of his entire collection.  Dave was the final winner 
of the .25 cents, quessing David would collect 18 rings – David 
collected sixteen! 

All in all a sea kayaking trip that won’ t soon be 
forgotten.  Thanks to Roger and Laura Middlebrook and also to 
Barb and Bob Anglin who generously invited us into their home 
and let us camp at their beautiful place.
