When we 
returned to camp there were fresh bear prints in 
the sand near our tents, and a bit of digging.  
There were snake stories all weekend, but 
we only saw two water snakes, one of them on 
the first day, sunning itself on the path to the 

boom-box.  Yikes!  Then Sun morning I carried 
my coffee mug as I went for a walk on the rocks 
near our camp site.  I was about to jump down 
into some tall grasses when I heard te-te-te-te.  I 
froze, then took two steps backwards, and again 
heard te-te-te te.  My legs were jelly at this 
point, but when there was silence I continued 
retreating, then again heard the "rattle," only it 
was coming from my coffee mug lid - it was 
sucking air from the cooling liquid!!!  My desire 
for a hike had completely evaporated 
however.  Back in Snug Harbour, the group 
went for lunch at Gilly's fish restaurant.  While 
waiting for our food, one of our members 
announced there was a bear outside.  A cute 
but large black bear sat next to a tree about 30 

yards away.  
It posed for 
pictures, then 
did a little 
exercise,  
climbing 15 ft 
up the tree in 
under 2 
seconds, and 
descending in 
about 1.5 
sec's.  When 
it stretched, it 
reached 
about 8 ft up 
the tree 
trunk.  The 
speed and 

agility of this large animal was mind boggling.  
Very "educational" to watch.  And it reminded 
me why I carry bear spray on wilderness trips.

SEA KAYAKING CLASSIFICATIONS:  
Pace/Endurance describing the strength, endurance and fitness required to comfortably complete the trip;  
 

A. Not Strenuous:  Daily paddling typically less than 3 hours, with distances of 10 kilometres or less. 
B. Moderately Strenuous:  Daily paddling, typically between 3 and 5 hours, with distances of 10 to 20 km. 
C. Strenuous:  Daily paddling typically more than 5 hours, with distances of 20 kilometres or more. 

Skills Required describing the paddling skills and seamanship required to handle safely the situations that could be encountered on the 
trip. 
 
1. Novice:  Requires basic-paddling skills, practiced wet exits.  Expect protected waters, easy landings, and shelter for resting. 
2. Intermediates:  Requires basic paddling skills including the ability to brace, self-rescue, and participate in assisted rescues, 

comfortable in one-metre waves.  Mostly protected waters, some difficult landings, and some sheltered spots for resting. 
3. Experienced:  Requires advanced paddling, seamanship and rescue skills.  Ability to handle waves greater than 1 metre.  

Expect exposed waters, open crossings, large waves, and moderate to strong winds, surf, fog, and potentially difficult landings.  
Sheltered resting and landing spots could be few. 

4. Expert:  Requires advance paddling, seamanship and rescue skills.  Ability to roll is strongly recommended. Expect long open 
crossings, rugged and exposed coast, large waves, strong winds, surf, turbulent water, fog and difficult landings.   

 
The term “exploratory” indicates the organizer has not been on the planned route or in the area before.  Therefore, trip conditions cannot 
be predicted from past experience. 
 
NOTE:  Trips are classified in advance.  Weather conditions may make it necessary to modify these classifications on the 
day of the event.
