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Sea Kayak Trip to the Duck Islands

Manitoulin Island
Aug 8 — 15, 2005

8" Leaving Barrie at 8 am., we arrived at Burnt
Island in late afternoon. Made arrangements with
Roger (Purvis) at the fish hatchery to leave our
vehicle there the next day. We camped on the
“Alver” limestone at the head of Burnt Island
Harbour.

9™ Next morning with a good weather forecast,
we set off for Great Duck Island, 29.2 km away.
We stopped halfway at the pebble/sand beach on
the N.E. corner of Western Duck Island for a
break. (8 km.) We then headed for Desert Point
on Great Duck Idand. (11 km.) to have lunch.
250 acres of sand dunesto explore and 2 km beach

to amble adong. Lotsof deer, coyote & fox tracks
on theidands. Another 6 km and we checked out
the old lumber mill site opposite Outer Duck
Island and then set up camp on the south beach of
Gravel Point. After Supper we hiked 2 ¥2 km
across the island to the lighthouse. We had
paddied 25 km and hiked 10 km, what a day.

10™ With good weather still forecast, we paddled
around the south end of Great Duck, past the
lighthouse and lunched in Horseshoe Bay. We
then traveled north along the west side of Western
Duck and camped on its N.E. shore. Lots of room
for hiking. (24 km)



11", Weather overnight and in the morning had
got rather nasty. We had lunch and decided to try
for Girouard Point and into East Belanger Bay. It
was arough crossing with very heavy swells. East
Belanger Bay was shallow and had poor shorelines
but we found afair spot on the point separating
East & West Belanger. The wesather got worse and
itrained. (12 km)

12", We have decided to stay camped for another
day asit isasteady downpour. In the evening it
cleared a bit and we were able to go hiking on the
“Alvar” limestone.

13" The morning brought us a thick fog, but we
decided to try to reach a private beach area near
Lynn Point to the west. We paddied in fog for 40
minutes and managed to hit Belanger Point right
on. Wefollowed the shore westward through 3
sets of islands to Quarry Point. We aimed straight
west in the fog and managed to greet the eastern
tip of Green Island. We passed two likely looking
small pebble beaches on the northeast shore and
headed around the south end of Stevens Island
when al hell broke loose. Thunder and very
heavy rain brought usto ahalt. We stayed in our
boats and waited for the worse part of the storm to
pass through. Because of the weather we decided
to go back to the pebble beach and set up camp. A
super campsite meadow with |oads of room and
walking possibilities. Morerain and wind. (12
km.)

14™. In the morning the wind got worse and we
had to move our camp closer to the trees. After
lunch we decided to head into the wind and head
for Lynn Point. Originally we had hoped to go to
the campground and lighthouse at the west end of
Manitoulin Island. We used the east side of
Stevens Island for protection and then headed for
the islands at the west end of Quarry Bay. We had
some real wild conditionsincluding having to find
away through the waves on areef before heading
for Lynn Point. While Dave & Howard stayed out
in the main part of thelake, | went into have a
look at the private beach areathat had been
suggested to us. Even though somewhat protected
by small islands, it wasn’t any good. We decided
to head back east. We skirted the larger islands
and found some wind protected shore to get to
beach at in Quarry Bay. Traveling east again, with
huge waves pushing us, we made it into N.W.
corner of Belanger Bay and out of the wind. We

had lunch and figured it a good camp site. We not
had to back out and cross 3 km. of Belanger Bay.
We battled wind and waves and somehow made it
to the shelter of Rickly Harbour. | ended up being
picked up by a huge wave and literally surfing for
100 m towards shore where | managed to get
stopped before hitting the rocks. We found a small
cove and rushed ashore to set up afly as another
thunderstorm was threatening. With the weather
starting to look better we headed for our base at
Burnt Island Harbour. The huge bay laysto the
N.E. and the waves were getting quite large as they
headed in along the limestone bottom. | went in
first paddling and riding waves right up onto the
“Alvar” beach. Asthewavereceded | was ableto
hop and move the boat farther up on the sloping
limestone. The others camein one at atime and
grabbed their bows to save them being dragged
back out again. It was avery excitingtime. We
set up camp behind some groups of cedars, had
supper, then hiked over to get our vehicle and
bring it back. We were afairly experienced group
and of course aways keeping an eye on each other
in the heavy stuff. A good weather radio isa must
in this area; we only met two sailboats on the
wholetrip so you are redly on your own. Those
outer islands are great for hiking and camping but
you must be patient with the weather and sea
conditions.

15™ Drove home stopping to visit with Bob &
Barbara Anglin (see 2004 Manitoulin Sea Kayak
Trip report) at Deans Bay, on Manitoulin.
