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Nipissing River Trip

June 30- July 3, 2006

High Falls in the Nipissing river valley is the
centremost point in northern Algonquin and seems
almost primeval. Both the Petawawa and the Nipissing
start on the west side of the Park but while the
Petawawa passes through lakes along the way, the
Nipissing is a valley watershed over its length. We
descended into it, on one of the longest days of the
year, and entered a lush area of cold springs, birds, and
huge white pine.

Over 3 nights we traveled up the Petawawa through
Catfish and Burntroot, crossing over to High Falls and
then down the Nipissing back to Cedar. The logistics
dtatistics were 6 hours to Catfish, 10 hours to High
Falls, 5 hoursto Plumb Creek junction, and 3 hours the
final day, successfully claiming the prime campsites

we aimed for and arriving before 5PM.

Catfish provided a gentle sunset under a few high clouds, viewed from a massive breezy swimming rock where schools
of fingerlings investigated exposed toes. The water was warm. The chutes on the first two portages from Cedar had
enough pounding water to throw up smoky columns of mist. The old Alligator is till owly rusting on the island where
it beached a century ago, and will be there for centuries to come. Catfish was alive at night with owls, loons, and one
young hawk that preferred we camp elsewhere.

The recent tornado blown down on a little lake near High Falls was small yet still impressive. Some of us climbed into
High Falls to enjoy its supercharged Jacuzzi power, which was magnified by the portaging effort required to get there. It
was so good we went in again the next morning. Afterwards was a sunny day with cold spring water in our bottles, wind
gusts fortunately at our backs, paddling a long stretch of the river where the valley opens wide to reveal irregular pine
covered hills, near and far. The final night was again near rapids and good swimming, in a grove of tall fat white pine.
Amazingly, we only sighted a few people on Burntroot and then some kids from Pennsylvania on the last hour of the trip.
For our viewing pleasure, Algonquin offered up 14 moose, including three mothers with their calves, in one instance with
alarge bear crossing the river in front of usin hopes of
a meal. One deer put in a candid appearance, which is
rare up in that area of the park. Various painted turtles
and a snapper were sunning themselves as we went by,
and Robert met a martin on the trail.

Thank you to Ross Rutley, Joan Filliter, Robert
Lassdline, Julia Lawr, David Hyndman, and Peter
Davies for sharing this trip with me. Special mention
to Robert for his shish kabob dinner including copious
veggies smothered in Feta cheese all steamed within
huge tinfoil logs, and to Peter for his fancy curry on
the final night, with added touches of mango chutney
and an apple brandy desert. Before the first day was
done, everybody meshed and the trip took on a
momentum of its own, which is asit should be. | could
not have hoped for a better trip.
