We searched for awhile for ajust-
right, vacant campsite and ended up at the
same one the group had used the previous
year. It seemed like such asmall siteand |
was skeptica that our 7 tents would fit in
the space, but of coursethey did. | was
pleased that | remembered how to put up
my tent (since I’d only done it once before)
but once our “home” was established and
our bags put inside, | had to face making
supper. | had never used a Coleman stove
before so | was nervous.

The weather was beautiful and the
kids— Tyler, Rachel, Owen, Jared, Isabelle,
Li Anne and Theron —were blissfully
playing in the water, on the rocks, with the
sand, or with the kayaks. Asit turned out,

and hot dogs with buns and condiments. Duane
soon had afire going and had cooked up a meal
large enough to feed everyone! | was thankful for
their generosity and was able to put off learning
how to use the stove and wash the dishes. We
finished the night with a fire and roasted
marshmallows. | couldn’t believe how many stars
were in the sky. There must have been millions!

Saturday was avery hot, beautifully sunny
day. Jeff and his mother Joyce Thompson started
the day by catching and cooking some fish. We

Back at our site,
Joan and Jason Wong taught me how to use their
filter/pump to pump water from the bay to drink.

By the time we
were at the fire with our s mores that night, | felt
relaxed. | had learned a great deal in the last 30
hours. Everyone was so friendly and helpful.

When we woke up Sunday it was obvious the weather had changed. At the first sign of thunder, we
prepared a shelter. A couple of tarps strung up like a pitched roof and tied around the tipped canoe on one side
and trees on the other, kept the rain and wind at bay. We had lunch, played cards, read and chatted while the
storm hit for 3 %2 hours. We were thankful when it cleared and the restless kids could get out for a hike, swim
and paddlie. Tyler spent hoursin the kayak trying to learn to roll. Mike Harrison, and Duane and Helen Craig

each took their turns teaching him. Fred spent some
time teaching Joan some kayaking techniques so
she could keep up with her son, Owen, who liked to
spend al of histimein the kayak. The fire that
night was great! Thanksto Mike and K.C.
Harrison, and Duane and Helen for providing the
sparklers and glow-in-the-dark bracelets for the
kids. Owen was very entertaining with his magic
show and we ate S mores and roasted
marshmallows until late that night.
