It was a big weekend of paddling. Ken and I 
drove up the Bruce Peninsula on Friday and 
tented overnight in a tepee!  It was pretty neat!  
Instead of putting up our own tent, the 
campground staff places sleeping mattresses 
and a large fur inside the tepee.  Throw out 
your sleeping bags on top and sweet dreams. 
 

Saturday began with a relaxed start as the 
weather forecast was perfect for our trip - 
practically no wind, sunny and warm 
with waves less than a meter. Excellent for a 
big crossing.  The six of us met up for 
breakfast and then we loaded our boats and put 
in at the local boat ramp.  The cars had to be 

parked, but the kiosk didn't open until 9 am, so I floated in the marina for almost an hour waiting to get 
underway. Keener! 
 

It was a beautiful day for a paddle! From island to island we paddled all the way to Fitzwilliam Island.  
We figured we had traveled about 25 km!  Albert enjoyed snapping photo after photo at every stop 
along the way.  Between him and Ken, the trip is well documented.  It was wonderful to paddle and 
chat with one another all day, catching up on each others news. Everyone was a strong paddler.  We 
didn't have to wait for anyone - just Albert - he was always the last to get into his boat - probably taking 
20 more photos before tucking his camera away. It was fun to keep watching the car ferry M.S. Chi-
Cheemaun (Ojibwa for Big Canoe) pass by every 2-3 hours off in the distance. Once or twice 
throughout the day we had to correct John's navigation (thank-you Lee!). Navigating is really a team 
effort - isn't it?   
 

The biggest problem was the 10 km crossing to Fitzwilliam Island - only because it was a long crossing 
with no place to pee.  A warm sunny day requires lots of hydration.  Lee and I sprinted for the last 4 km 
to shore in order to have a pee break. We just couldn't get to shore fast enough!  It was a full out race - 
between our arms and our bladders.   
 

The shoreline in this area is very rugged.  It took us an hour just to find place flat enough for tents. 
Tents popped up, dinner cooked (except for powerbar eating John), and sleeping commenced.  
Needless to say, everyone slept well. 
 

Sunday was another perfect weather day - we really lucked out. We paddled four more hours at a good 
pace and made the 1 pm Chi-Cheemaun ferry.  We made it to South Bay!  It was a wonderful feeling of 
accomplishment.  Albert loudly announced our arrival.  I cheered too.  Some ate fish and chips, while I 
happily changed into dry clothes.  Buying tickets was easy. Loading boats onto the ferry was another 
story.  We stashed all of our gear into our kayaks.  Then we had to carry our fully-laden boats across 



  

the length of the ferry to the front of the ship. That was hard work! Kayaks aren't meant to be portaged, 
and now we know first-hand why! Next time we're going to bring our carts.  
 

The ferry ride back was also enjoyable as we 
retraced our paddle strokes back to Tobermory.  
What took us a day and a half of hard paddling 
was covered in 90 minutes. A celebratory meal 
was had after kayaks carried off the ferry and 
unloaded into our minivans.  
 

Thank-you John for leading this trip! Thank-you 
Perry for sharing your Eco-challenge stories 
from the Yukon.  Thank-you Albert for taking 
all of your photographs - I'm looking forward to 
seeing them.  And thanks Lee for helping me 
keep the boys in line!

A Better  Way to Por tage 
 

The trip and a half method of portaging is 
for those of us not strong enough to carry 
everything down a portage in one trip. It is 
not for those who carry 3 or more packs, 
though read on as you may get inspired to 
lighten up.   

Consider a hypothetical case of 2 paddlers 
arriving at a 1k portage with a canoe and 2 
packs. They walk the packs through first 
20min. One of them goes back for the 
canoe which takes 40mins for a total time 
of 1 hour. The other paddler waits around 
for 40mins at the put in. If they did the trip 
and a half method they would walk the 
packs half way(10min). One would drop 
the pack and go back for the canoe while 

the second person would complete the portage and then return for the pack. They would both complete 
the portage in 40mins thus saving 20mins. In general, if somebody is waiting for a long time at the end 
of a portage they are doing something wrong.   

For longer portages this has to be adapted with 3 or more put downs. Put your canoe or pack down just 
before you feel tired. If you know the canoe is behind you then put the pack down at a forked tree. 
When you return with the canoe you prop it up against the tree. Again, if you both finish the portage at 
about the same time, you are doing it right.  
 

In a group situation you are only going to portage as fast as the slowest canoe. If you double back and 
carry one of their packs part way down the portage this will speed things up.
